The Mohawk Nation at Kahnawà:ke offer greetings and thanksgiving. The Mohawk Nation at 
Kahnawà:ke would like to inform the community that it has scheduled a meeting with the Four 
Host First Nations coordinating committee on Friday, December 4th.  
 
The intent of this dialogue is to share our viewpoints and concerns surrounding the 2010 Olympic 
Winter Games, but more importantly to discuss the issue of the RCMP honour guard that is 
currently planned to escort the torch procession. The Mohawk Nation at Kahnawà:ke hopes that it 
can encourage the Four Host First Nations committee to help facilitate an alternative solution to 
having the RCMP enter our territory. 
 
The Mohawk Nation at Kahnawà:ke views this meeting as a great opportunity for a much needed 
dialogue and chance to avert a potential confrontation with the RCMP. We would also like to 
acknowledge the Four Host First Nations committee for deviating from its demanding travel 
schedule to graciously accept our request to meet.
